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Fund for Bogalusa

Information for Grant Applicants

Purpose

One of the purposes of the Fund is to meet the changing human service and economic development needs and opportunities of the Bogalusa area. Deadlines for grant proposals are February 1 and July 1 of each year. The Fund For Bogalusa recommends grants based on identified community opportunities and the relative merit of proposals received in each cycle. The maximum award available is $5,000.



Guidelines
The Fund for Bogalusa was established as a way to enter into partnerships with nonprofit organizations that are committed to and actively involved in building their community through economic development and human services. The Fund believes that communities are strengthened when people see themselves as resources and find successful ways of marshalling their talents and those of local organizations to solve problems. The Fund for Bogalusa is interested in funding charitable organizations that can demonstrate that they have planned their projects with respect to the community’s greatest opportunities.  Funds Grant applicants should keep in mind that priority is given to projects that:


• Build on the strengths and assets of individuals, organizations and institutions;


• Involve all relevant people in developing the proposed activities and performing the 

    
   work for which funding is requested; and


• Address underlying causes, rather than treat symptoms, by seeking to change policies

    
   or institutional arrangements in order to strengthen the community.  
Restrictions: Funding will not be awarded for disposable items or ongoing, recurring budgetary items.

Areas of Interest 

The Fund provides grants in the following areas of interest:

A. ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT: The Fund supports programs designed to improve the economic strength of the Bogalusa community and of individuals in the community. 

B. HUMAN SERVICES: Human problems are varied and complex; they affect every segment of the community. The Fund’s overriding concern, in this area, is to promote community responsibility for the unfulfilled human needs existing in the Bogalusa area and to enable individuals and communities to address those needs. 

Eligibility 

The Fund for Bogalusa welcomes grant requests. In order to be eligible for a grant from the Fund for Bogalusa, the requesting organization must be recognized as tax-exempt under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code; and the program or project to be funded must be located in the Bogalusa area. 

Proposal Checklist 

A. PROPOSAL SUMMARY: Every application must include a typed summary which provides

    the following information, in the following order:

   * Organization name

   * Chief executive officer

   * Brief summary of the project

   * Amount of grant request

   * Project director

   * Address

   * Phone number

   * Area of interest

   * Mission statement

   * Service area

B. NARRATIVE SECTION: The application should be concise and should include the

    following information. (Three pages maximum.)

1. A detailed description of the project, including strategies, measurable objectives and a timetable.

2. A description of the challenge to be addressed by the project.

3. A summary of the compelling reason for the project.

4. The amount requested from the Foundation.

5. A plan for continuing the project once the Foundation’s funding ends.

6. A plan for evaluating the project.

7. A concise history of the organization with an overview of current programs and activities.

C. ATTACHMENTS: Attachments should include the following information:

1. A copy of the Internal Revenue Service notice stating that the organization is tax-exempt. Or a copy of the organization’s fiscal agent’s 501(c)(3) letter along with a letter from that organization stating its willingness to serve as fiscal agent.

2. A statement from the organization’s board of directors authorizing the request and agreeing to implement the project if funded.

3. A list of the organization’s board members including the board members’ principal occupations, a description of the term of office and the rotation schedule for the board.

4. The names and qualifications of persons responsible for carrying out the program.

5. A detailed project budget and budget narrative, including income sources and expenditures, as well as a list of proposed funders.

6. Financial statements, including the organization’s operating budget for the last completed and current fiscal year.

7. Supporting material, such as reports, brochures and news articles. 

Grantmaking Schedule

Grant requests should be received by 5:00 pm on the deadline date. If the deadline falls on a weekend or holiday, requests are due on the weekday immediately preceding that weekend or holiday. The deadlines are as follows:

Deadline Dates: February 1, July 1
Notification Dates: May 1, November 1 

Reporting Requirement

If a grant is awarded, the Foundation requires that the funded organization submit both fiscal accounting and narrative reports on the use of its grants and the impact that the grant may have had on the community it serves. Reporting guidelines will be established in the letter of award.
